In June 2017, the Minaki
LSB were recipients of a
50% matching funds grant
through
150 Community Infrastruc-
ture Program. The program
committed $52,500 toward

improvement projects at the
Minaki Community Hall.
Matching funds in the

amount of $35,000 were

provided by Minaki Founda-
tion, and the remainder of
project costs were covered
by the LSB. The improve-
ment projects included a

new roof for the entire com-
munity hall, and our new
outdoor playground.

The new roof was completed
to address leaks, and to
increase the lifespan of the
roof and the facilities. These
improvements should add
decades of life to the com-

munity hall. The work was
completed during the month
of September by 596 Con-

F e d N o r struction Inc.

The playground demanded a
fair bit of site preparation,
but with a little coordination,
contractors and volunteers
had the site ready for the
install date in late Septem-
ber. The weather, however,
added a few additional chal-
lenges. Two weeks of regu-
lar rainfall leading up to the
install date meant that the

day would be spent doing
more prep work to battle all
the moisture at the site, and
install was postponed until
after the weekend.

But, on October 2nd in the
rain and mud, a handful of
dedicated volunteers pre-
vailed, and the play struc-

ture was finally assembled
and erected. The site and
the concrete were left to dry
for a few days. Thereafter,
the playground was complet-
ed, and the grounds were
manicured as the list of vol-
unteers who came out to
donate their time and ener-
gy grew.

The playground was an in-
stant hit, and the use the
kids have already put it
through demonstrates it was
a worthwhile undertaking. It

was a real community effort
and our thanks go out to all
of those who donated their
time and equipment (too
many to list!). Without your
help and commitment to
your community it would not
have been possible.
